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LIGHT AND TRANSFORMATION 

 

God’s Message: 
 
You are the light of the world.  You can not hide a city that is on a mountain.  Men do not light a lamp and 
put it under a basket.  They put it on a table so it gives light to all in the house.  Let your light shine in front

We 
have had a Great Shepherd: Lord Jesus.  We have a father.  Our duty is to shepherd people who do not have 
shepherd and to become a father for fatherless people.  This is our function.  Church should equip the saints so 
that they could do the works of God.  Speaking about the Kingdom of God everywhere.  Sometimes we 
“church” the people by bringing people to church building.  We are supposed to bring the church to society.  If 
the concept of church hasn’t been changed, we can’t talk about transformation yet, because the church will have 
the tendency to take care itself.  As the result, they can’t change the societies.  The light of the church doesn’t do 
its function. 
 
It’s true that we have to start revival from inside.  When someone experiences a revival, he can become the light 
in his societies.  Church equips them to be sent back to the world.  When our light shines, we can become 
blessing in every aspects of life.  Christians must be able to be light everywhere, because it will lead 
transformation to its surrounding.
