What is City transformation all about and 

how this can happen, and what is the role of local churches in their respective neighboring 

communities. 

 

God has wonderfully used Shirley to recruit 

thousands of youth who have brought about new breakthrough in the slum communities in 

“developing poor communities” through amazing methods and strategy. 

 

3. Lim Eng Hoe, who received God’s call to help those who were victims of disasters in many 

countries. God has used Eng Hoe to train and to prepare people specially the youth in 

expressing the love of Christ to the disaster victims 

 

4. Dr. Mark Beliles, writer of “Liberating the Nations”. Mark is also the founder of Providence 

foundation, chairman of International Transformation Network, who gathers and equips 

political leaders, Education and Finance to transform nations for Christ. He has taught in more 

than 25 countries, he has become consultants for kings in Africa, prime ministers in several 

countries in Europe, senators and judges in the Philippines and other places.
